3. What do you learn about Jesus in 
the passage that makes you want 
to know him better? 

 
 

 

1. What does the word miracle mean to you? Have you ever witnessed a 
miracle? Describe that moment and why you think it was a miracle. 
 

2. Jesus provided for the bride and groom at their wedding feast. How has 

God provided for you when you didn’t have enough? 

 
3. If you had been one of the wedding guests or one of the servants, how 

would you have reacted to seeing Jesus turn the water into wine? 

 
4. Mary believed that Jesus could miraculously fix the situation. How does 

your belief in Jesus’ power and authority affect how you live your life? 
 
5. The servants heard the instructions from Jesus and immediately obeyed. 

What helps you be open to following Jesus’ direction? 
 
6. This first miracle revealed His glory. Where do you see Jesus’ glory 

manifested today? Look for ways to share this with others. 
 
7. The disciples grew deeper in their belief in Jesus upon witnessing this 

miracle. How have you noticed Jesus working in your life lately? 
 

8. As a wedding guest, what would you have done after the wedding  
was over?
